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1. Holmes confirmation: Confirmation of Judge Leon Holmes of Arkansas as a U.S. District Court judge. Passed 51-46 on 7/6/04.
2. Hate crimes amendment: Smith/Kennedy amendment to provide federal funding to assist state and local jurisdictions to prosecute
hate crimes. Passed 65-33 on 6/15/04.
3. Amendment to Unhorn Victims of Vielence Act: Feinstein amendment to modify Laci & Conner’s Law by giving enhanced penalties
for attacking a pregnant woman but not recognizing the unborn child as a legal victim of a crime. Failed 49-50 on 3/25/04.
4. Abstinence-until-marriage education funding in Global AIDS Bill: Feinstein amendment to eliminate the designated funds for
abstinence-until-marriage education. Failed 45-52 on 5/15/03.
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
